When the church was built 
in 1878, many people 
gave gifts to the 
church in memory of 
loved ones or just for 
t h e  G l o r y  o f 
God.  Each of these 
gifts have been faith-

fully kept in a beau-
tiful Memorial book 
written in Old Eng-
lish Script.  I would 
like to share one of 
these gifts with the 
Grace Church fam-

ily. 
  

As we get ready for 
Easter Sunday, I 
would like to tell you 
the history of the Al-
tar Linens that we will 
be using on Easter 
Sunday. 
  

Cynthia Griffith donated 
the two beautiful linens 
about six years ago to 
Grace Church.  The fol-
lowing is her story of 
where they came from. 
 

Penury Castle 
  

Penury Castle is situated 
in Gwyneth, North Wales, 
UK.  It's a massive neo-
Norman Castle built on 

profits of Jamaican sugar 
and the local slate quar-
ries.  It's not as old as the 
other castles in North 

Wales that were built by 
King Edwards in the 13th 
century.  Because of this 
the locals call it 'a fake 
castle' even though it 
holds many valuable arti-
facts and is a great attrac-
tion.  A much later addi-
tion is a bed made locally 
of Welsh slate for Queen 
Victoria when she visited 
in 1859. Both of our Altar 
Linens came from Penury 
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Alice Ann Fitts is photographed 

standing by the advertisement 

of the Exhibition of Original 19th 

Century Regional Samplers. 

The samplers were  displayed at 

the Pope House Museum in Co-

lumbia, from December 17th, 

2010 until April 10th, 2011.  The 

main attraction of the samplers 

display was stitched by 10 year old 

Alice L. Bauguss in 1850.  She 

w a s  A l i c e  A n n ' s  g r e a t-

grandmother.

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W o r k i n g  T o  R e s t o r e  T h e  H i s t o r y  O f  

G r a c e

Grace Episcopal Church was built in 

1877 in the Carpenter Gothic style 

of architecture which was very popu-

lar immediately following the Civil 

War. 

Land for the church was donated by 

Mr. and Mrs. Orville W. McKissick 

whose antebellum brick home is 

located just south of the church on 

Main St.  The plot on which the 

church sits is actually the former 

flower garden of the McKissick 

home. 

 Current members of the church 

have planted the garden to include 

the types of plants that were native 

to middle Tennessee and could 

have been part of the original ante-

bellum garden.  You will notice the 

circular bed in front of the church.  

In that bed are common day lilies 

and peonies that date back 100 

years. 

Each of the windows in the church 

is made of stained glass.  Some of 

the windows are original to the 

building and several have been 

added through the years as me-

morials. 

As is seen in all of the memorial 

windows, Christian symbols are an 

integral part In the chancel and 

altar areas, the remaining three 

windows are original to the 

churchõs construction.  The side 

windows in the chancel are identi-

cal and have a more geometric 

pattern than symbolic depiction.  

The window above the altar incor-

porates a variety of symbols of the 

Trinity representing equality, unity 

and the coeternal nature of the 

three persons of the Trinity.  Some 

years ago this window served as a 

backdrop for the Fisk University 

Jubilee Singersõ appearance on 

public televisionõs The American 

Experience. 

The history of Grace Church con-

tinues on and on, but the years 

are starting to show wear on the 

beautiful little white church.  The 

hot Tennessee sun and the ice, 

rain and wind of winter have be-

gun to deteriorate areas around 

many of the historical stained 

glass windows.  The most damage 

was recently noted on the original 

window above the altar.  Some of 

the wood had decayed to the point 

of allowing moisture surrounding 

the protected area to decay parts 

of  the connect ing wood, 

thus loosening the actual window 

from the frame.  

  

We are now in the process of re-

storing all of the windows at 

Grace, and the altar window was 

in the first part of the restoration 

plan.  You will see construction 

continuing to save the valuable 

windows over the next few years.

We left off where we stand for 

the Gospel reading to show 

particular importance we place 

on Jesusõ words and actions. 

Having someone comment on 

the scriptures 

read (called 

Sermon) goes 

back to the 

earliest days of 

C h r i s t i a n i t y 

and to the Jew-

ish Synagogue 

worship which 

preceded it. 

Preaching was 

very rare dur-

ing the Middle 

Ages, but was 

back into a 

place of honor 

in the reforma-

tion of the Church in the 

1500s. Since 1549, a sermon 

has been required at every 

Eucharist service. 

Originally the entire service was 

viewed as our confession of 

faith. But, since the Sixth Cen-

tury, the church has recited the 

Nicene Creed at the Eucharist. 

The word 

c r e e d 

c o m e s 

from the 

L a t i n 

credo for 

òI believe.ó 

Now we 

pray for 

ourselves 

and par-

ticularly on behalf of others. The 

prayer book offers different forms 

for these prayers, but the Prayers 

of the People always contain six 

(6) elements: Prayer is offered 

with intercession for: 

1. The Universal Church, its members, 

and its mission. 

2. The Nation and all in authority. 

3. The welfare of the world. 

4. The concerns of the local community. 

5. Those who suffer and those in any 

trouble. 

6. The departed (with commemoration of 

a saint when appropriate) 

Tony Copallo, a Baptist preacher 

from the Philadelphia area, noted 

one time at the Episcopal Lay-

menõs Conference, that we Epis-

copalians are really lucky in that 

we have all our prayers written 

out for us. He said; òWe Baptist 

have to make them up from 

scratch and that makes it tough 

some times.ó 

CONFESSION OF SIN 

The Prayers of the people are fol-

lowed by the confession of sin. We 

ask Godõs forgiveness for things 

done and left undone. Private con-

fession is not required in our 

church. However, for those particu-

larly in need of unburdening them-

selves of past wrongs, private con-

fession is offered. It can be an

P a g e  5  I s s u e  5 2  

especially comforting way to turn 

away from past wrongs and set out 

on a new path.

Visi-

(Continued from page 4) tors would be asked to leave at 

this point as only baptized persons 

who took part in it could see the 

Eucharist. After the visitors left, the 

Christians would greet each other 

with òthe kiss of peace.ó Today we 

shake hands or hug. There are no 

set words to use in greeting each 

other, but òPeace, Godõs peace, 

and Peace of the Lord be with youó 

are all commonly used. 

We have now finished the first act 

of our two-act drama of Sunday 

worship with the Liturgy of the 

Word. Next month, we will start act 

twoé..The Liturgy of the Table.

Many will be observing this Lenten 

season putting into practice certain  

discipline. I would like to suggest 

that rather than giving up, try to 

practice what the Gospel of Mat-

thew is saying in Chapter 6:43-48. 

In that reading we find Jesus speak-

ing with power and authority. He is 

establishing a new creation and a 

different way of life in which we are 

to behave. Living the same old way 

is not enough to participate in the 

kingdom he is establishing. He is 

now demanding that we love our  

enemies to become like God. God is 

a God of love in which He sends 

rain to pour on the good and the 

wicked. He also sends the sun to 

shine on the good and the wicked.  

He does not take pleasure in hurt-

ing or destroying that which He 

made. If you were living in Jesus' 

time this would not have been good 

news, yet it is good news even for 

us today. The good news is that 

Jesus tells us that we must be per-

fect as God is perfect. 

"What we can do right now, how-

ever, is pray. Prayer has power. I 

hope and request that you pray for 

the people who are affected, for 

those who have died and for their 

families. Pray for the people in-

volved with the rescue efforts, and 

in particular pray for Tohoku and 

Kita Kanto dioceses and their 

priests and parishioners during 

this time of Lent."

S itting in an office 

building downtown, Julie pointed 

out the window to the view of 

Christ Church Cathedral, also on 

Broadway.  Referring to the 

granite objects adorning the 

edges of the roof she inquires as 

to their purpose.  I explained 

their appearance in forms of 

small waves to be in keeping 

with the architectural designs of 

the insides of many Episcopal 

churches which resemble the 

insides of ships.  This is to re-

mind worshippers that the 

church is a vessel, taking believ-

ers to the safe haven of God. 

Thus, the waves represent the 

movement of 

the church 

toward the 

presence of God. 

In keeping with her acerbic wit, 

Julie replied, "Oh. That's nice, but 

they look like 'fist bumps,' to me. 

Fist bumps for God." 

Shaking my head I mused on the 

meaning of her words. For those 

not initiated into the lingo of 

street and sport, a fist bump is 

the latest iteration of greeting or 

celebration which have included 

chest thumping by those in the 

Roman Legions, hand shakes by 

friends and neighbors through 

the 60's, and high fives in the 

decades of the 70's and 80's.  

Following that, the greeting 

morphed to people making their 

hands into fists and bumping 

their knuckles against that of 

their compatriot.  This is a unique 

greeting, but one that is very 

popular. 

So, as we sat in that office, we 

saw those òfistsó pointing up 

into the air and thought, òFist 

bumps with God!ó  The Cathe-

dral offers a place where men 

and women can raise their 

hands, make fists to bump their 

knuckles with their Heavenly 

compatriot. 

Notice, this is not making a fist 

in the universal symbol of fight-

ing.  We all have done this in our 

lives.  It is a symbol of our own 

anger or aggression.  Most times 

we are angry at our selves or 

another human being.  Some 

times we are angry at God  But 

in this instance, it is not so.  We 

are directed to move away from 

that.  Part of the life experience 

of those in the church is to face 

irritants and down right ene-

mies.  Another part of our experi-

ence is to move beyond the in-

appropriate posture.  Scripture 

calls us to grow past our petty 

differences and practices.  We 

are called to fill our time with 

praise to God.  Such a filling 

pushes aside the negatives 

which would lead to balled up 

fists in anger and disputes. 

So, as we move into May, and 

spring ends and summer is upon 

us, letõs raise our hands, make 

fists, and do fist bumps with 

God.  Iõm excited about the idea 

of God being available to receive 

and participate in this sign of 

connection.  I bet He is too.

Although we have-

n't made a final decision, I be-

lieve dues will be somewhere 

around $25 or $30 per year. 

 

 I was a member of a club in Dick-

son, TN for over 20 years, and 

actually served in leadership po-

sitions locally and on district, 

state and national levels.  I am 

trying to start the club for a vari-

ety of reasons.  Spring Hill and 

Thompson's Station (and sur-

rounding areas) are essentially 

towns made up of "imports".  

Very few people live here who 

were here prior to the GM plant 

construction.  With the exception 

of friendships made through a 

house of worship, children's 

school activities or the work-

place, it can be difficult to meet 

a lot of people.  Membership in 

a community volunteer organiza-

tion like GFWC gives women an 

outlet for friendships, learning 

and the opportunity to make 

contributions to our communi-

ties.  I've missed the camarade-

rie and satisfaction of commu-

nity service club work and feel 

certain that there are other 

women who would enjoy these 

activities.  

  

Membership in a GFWC club is 

open to any woman of any age.  

There are six community service 

programs focusing on Arts, Con-

servation, Education, Home Life, 

International Outreach and Public 

Issues, so there are areas of in-

terest for everyone.
