―The Very Rev. Robert C. Wright is the tenth Rector of Historic St. Paul‘s Episcopal Church, SW Atlanta, the 

oldest Black Episcopal Church in the state of Georgia. Rob was born in a Catholic orphanage in Pittsburgh, 

Pennsylvania and adopted by Charlene and Earl Wright at nine months old. 

Upon High School graduation, he joined the U.S. Navy and became a helicopter crew-chief and Search and 

Rescue Diver. After five years of service, Rob enrolled in Howard University where he received a degree in 

U.S. History and Political Science. He has worked for the Children‘s Defense Fund and two Mayors of Wash-

ington DC as a child advocate. He formerly served at the Cathedral of St. John the Divine in New York City 

where he was Canon Pastor and Vicar. He is a graduate of Virginia Theological Seminary, Cambridge Univer-

sity and the Harvard Summer Leadership Institute. 

Rob is married to Dr. Beth-Sarah Wright. They have five children: Jordan, Emmanuel, Selah, Noah, and 

Moses-Daniel.‖

In our readings every Sunday 

there are words and symbols 

that many of us really don‘t 

know the meaning of or why 

they are used. For the next cou-

ple of months, we will try to ex-

plain some of these. 

ALPHA AND OMEGA – 

The Alpha and Omega 

are the first and last let-

ters of the Greek Alpha-

bet, thus the beginning 

and end which are sym-

bolic of Christ. 

ARK – The Ark 

is the symbol 

of Noah and 

the flood and 

God‘s promise 

to us. It also 

symbolizes the Church. 

BURNING BUSH  

The burning bush 

represents God‘s 

call to Moses in 

the wilderness. It 

symbolizes God‘s 

revelation of Himself to human-

kind. 

BUTTERFLY- Because the cater-

pillar goes into a cocoon (tomb) 

where it seemingly dies only to 

emerge as a but-

terfly, this insect 

has become a 

symbol of Christ‘s 

Resurrection and 

the resurrection of 

all men. 

 

CANDLE- When lit the candle re-

minds us that Jesus said: ― I am 

the light of the world‖ 

( John 8:12) and that Simeon 

called him ― a light to lighten the 

Gentiles‖ (Luke 2:32). Yule can-

dles, made extra large to keep 

burning throughout the night of 

Christmas Eve, are 

symbols of good luck 

as long as they remain 

burning. 

CHALICE- The chalice 

or cup is a symbol of 

the Lord‘s Supper. ―Do 

this in remembrance of  me.‖ 

(Luke 22:1 

CHI-RHO  (XP)- The oldest mono-

gram for Jesus 

Christ is the Chi-

Rho. This mono-

gram is formed by 

placing the Greek 

letters X (Chi) and P 

(Rho) together. These are the first 

two letters of the Greek word for 

Christ. 

COCK or ROOSTER- The cock is 

the symbol of Peter‘s denial and 

also one of the symbols of the 

Passion. After Peter has asserted 

his loyalty, Jesus said to him, 

―Truly, I say to you, this very night, 

before the cock crows, you will 

deny me three times.‖ (Matthew 

26.34) 

CORNERSTONE ―…Christ Jesus 

himself  being the chief corner-

stone.‖ (Ephesians 2:20) 

―The very stone which the build-

ers rejected has become the 

head of the cor-

ner.‖(Mark 12:10) 

The cornerstone is 

the place where the 

structure is shaped 

and lined up. So is 

our life with Christ. 

CRIB or CRECHE- The original crib in 

which the Christ Child was laid 

was a manger in the stable, a sign 

of the humble surrounding of his 

birth. 

CROWN – The use of crowns to 

denote sovereignty and kingship, 

or in other cases as wreaths to 

denote victory, is very ancient. The 

idea that Jesus Christ received his 

crown of victory when he ascended 

has made such a symbol appropri-

ate for both Easter and Ascension. 

The faithful believer will receive the 

crown of life at death. (Revelation 

2:10) 

CROWN OF THORNS- 

The crown of thorns 

placed on Christ‘s 

head by the soldiers 

in derision symbolizes 

the Passion and the Crucifixion. It 

stands for a royal diadem and the 

reed stands for a king‘s scepter. 

―And plaiting a crown of thorns they 

put on his head, and but a reed in 

his right hand. And kneeling before 

him they mocked him, saying, ‗Hail, 

King of the Jews!‘ ―(Matthew 27:29)  

In pictures Christ usually wears this 

crown of thorns until taken down 

from the cross. When used as a 

separate symbol, it is often accom-

panied by the three nails.
