the Lamb!ó  Revelation 19:9b 

 

This passage is from what could 

be argued to be the most com-

plex book in the Bible.  The 

Wednesday evening Bible study 

has been grappling with the 

Book of the Revelation since the 

Fall of 2010.  During this time 

we have seen an attempt by the 

apostle John to communicate 

cosmic visions containing eter-

nal truths to a people locked in 

space and time.  It was not an 

easy task for John.  It has been 

challenging to us as well. 

 

This sentence paints the picture 

of a vast celebration.  In many 

formal weddings, after the cere-

mony there is a seated dinner.  

These are often grand affairs 

and many folks clamor for an 

invitation, though not everyone 

who knows the bride or groom is 

invited.  Those who go are re-

galed with the finest food, drink, 

music, and sights.  These are 

events which are never forgot-

ten. 

 

Beyond the sensory wonders 

which are experienced, the wed-

ding party is the true focus.  

Bride and groom, parents and 

siblings, even grandparents and 

extended familyñall these are 

often seated at the head table 

and are the focus of admiration.  

The bride and groom are even 

given the opportunity of the first 

dance, underlining their impor-

tance at the celebration. 

 

In the scene recorded by John, 

the Lamb represents the sacri-

ficed oneñthe Lord Jesus Christ. 

Raised from the dead, Christ 

reigns as King of Kings and Lord 

of Lords.  The Holy Trinity, Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit, has worked 

throughout created history to 

bring this event to bear.  No ex-

pense has been spared, includ-

ing the shedding of the blood of 

Godõs own Son, Jesus Christ. 

 

The bride of Christ is the Church.  

Earlier in the 19th chapter John 

states that the, òbride has made 

herself ready.ó  By making her-

self ready, John means that the 

Church universal has been 

aware of her destiny as the be-

trothed of the Lord and has 

taken seriously the task of being 

holy and devoted to Christ.
