prominent feasts in the 

Christian liturgical year 

commemorating the de-

scent of the Holy Spirit 

upon the disciples of Christ 

after the Resurrection. Pen-

tecost is sometimes 

described as the 

"Birthday of the 

Church". The feast is 

also called Whit 

Sunday, or White 

Sunday for the white gar-

ments worn during the 

many Baptisms performed 

during this special sea-

son. Pentecost is cele-

brated seven weeks (50 

days) after Easter Sunday. 

Pentecost falls on the tenth 

day after Ascension Thurs-

day. 

At Grace Church this year 

Pentecost was a very busy 

day.  The day started off 

with an exceptional solo by 

Syd Rodocker, playing 

"Amazing Grace".  Two 

thirds of the congregation 

was dressed in red for the 

feast of Pentecost.  It was 

the Semi-Annual congrega-

tion meeting, and a won-

derful visit by the Rev.

The once a 

year service is held on the high 

church feast of Pentecost ( often 

called the Whitsunday Service). 

This year the date was June 12th.  

St Peter's Church in Columbia and 

Grace Church in Spring Hill has 

continued to hold a joint celebra-

tion for this special Church Ser-

vice. 

There is a wonderful choir from St. 

Peter's church. Our three Bishop's 

in Tennessee, take turns as the 

Priest for the service, and there 

are always church members Con-

firmed and Baptized during the 

service. 

St. John's is an historical Planta-

tion Church of the old South. It is 

only open one day a year for this 

service. Grace, as always took part 

in the service 

this year, by a 

member read-

ing a lesson 

and another 

member carry-

ing the church 

banner.  A joint 

picnic follows 

each year on 

the grounds 

under the beautiful shade trees.. 

In past years Grace has held only 

one service on the first Sunday of 

Pentecost, but several years ago 

Grace started holding both ser-

vices for the congregation that did 

not want to attend the St. John's 

service.  If you didn't know about 

this unique service, or you put it 

off due to the heat or the Grace 

Congregational mid-year meeting 

please plan to go on another year.  

Our own Bishop, the Rt. Rev. John 

C. Bauerschmidt, conducted the 

service last year with Father Mar-

tin, who was part of the service. 

It is a wonderful experience, back 

in time, and the church is beautiful 

and peaceful. The church was built 

by slaves, and both the slaves and 

their masters worshiped together.

 But for all the heat, most of the 

church flowers in the gardens are 

doing just fine, of course good 

strong weeds are striving too.  The 

majority of flowers in the church 

gardens have been researched as 

to what would have been planted 

in the original church gardens 

when the church was built in and 

before 1878.  We have tried to 

plant only native plants that sur-

vive in the winters and summers 

in Tennessee.  This year, you 

can see the difference it makes.  

The lilies in the front circle of the 

sidewalk are original to the earli-

est flowers that were planted 

here.  They were wild day lilies 

from home gardens surrounding 

the area and many dug up along 

the dirt roads and re-planted at 

the church.  The heat does not 

bother them and they bloom 

each year thicker than the year 

before.  The left over Easter Lil-

ies are also in bloom in the gar-

dens, native Hosta, Astilbe, 

Black-Eyed Susan's, Oak Hydran-

gea, and Peonies do well in our 

gardens.  Several more flowers 

continue to pop up their little 

heads to keep the color coming 

and going all of the growing sea-

son.  Please enjoy them, early in 

the day or near sundown when it 

is the coolest in our area of the 

south. And whisper a little prayer 

for the beauty that God contin-

ues to provide for us each 

spring, summer and fall in this 

warm but delightful state of Ten-

nessee.

I s s u e  5 4  

Eucharist, Christõs presence 

both nourishes us and chal-

lenges us. 

As the celebration ends, we are 

charged to òGo in Peace to love 

and serve the Lord.ó The Eucha-

rist is therefore not an exclusive 

gathering that separates us 

from the world, but a challenge 

to reach out beyond our own 

church to the world around us. 

The people end the service by 

sayingééóTHANKS BE TO GOD.ó 

right hand over your left and 

extending to the priest. You may 

either eat the bread at once and 

then partake of the wine, guid-

ing the chalice to your lips, or 

you may hold the bread to dip it 

in the wine. Dipping the bread in 

the wine an consuming them 

together is called intinction. Any-

one who has not been baptized, 

or who does not wish to receive 

communion, may either wait in 

their seat, or come forward for a 

blessing. If a blessing is desired, 

simply cross your arms over your 

chest in an òXó to signify your 

intention. Some of the commun-

ion is set aside each week to 

take to the sick and shut-ins. 

When you canõt come to church, 

the church can come to you. 

We partake in the Eucharist and 

are spiritually nourished, but it is 

not for our benefit alone. Com-

munion enables us to return to 

the world with renewed vigor for 

proclaiming the Gospel in our 

words and in our lives. In the

As we finish the Rite II service, 

we have learned there are two 

main parts to the drama; the 

Liturgy of the Word, which is the 

first half of the service. Then 

there is a break, the Peace and 

announcements, then we have 

the Liturgy of the Table.  

The Lordõs Prayer follows in ei-

ther traditional language. There 

is a version with more contem-

porary language, but we also 

use the version that many of us 

learned as children. The link 

between our daily bread and the 

spiritual food we receive in the 

Eucharist is an ancient connec-

tion. In the Lordõs Prayer we ask 

for the daily bread meaning the 

things we need to get through 

each day. But as a part of that, 

the bread also symbolizes Godõs 

presence, which is something 

that is also essential to our get-

ting through the day. 

Communion is taken by receiv-

ing the bread by placing your 



Grace Church continues to pro-

vide a Fifth Sunday Brunch at 

least four times a year.

Prayer is complicated 
yet simple. Prayer for 
me used to be rote, 
prayers we learn as chil-
dren and the Lord's 
Prayer. After becoming 
a Daughter of the King 
 in 1995, I learned many 
different kinds of 
prayer, such as interces-
sory prayer, healing 
prayer, soaking prayer, 
bullet prayer, centering 
prayer, praying the laby-
rinth and praying the 
Anglican Rosary. The 
possibilities are endless, 
but need not over-
whelm us. 
 What is prayer? Prayer, 
put simply, is a conver-
sation with God. This 
 conversation can take 
many forms depending 
on the situation. It can 
be a one way mono-
logue on our part where 
we tell or ask God what 
we need. It can be a 
simple recitation of 
 rote prayers. It can be a 
dialogue between God 
and us when we open 
our hearts to God and 
listen for His response, 
or perhaps we open 
ourselves to His pres-
ence and listen for Him 

to speak to us. This type 
of prayer is the one that 
takes the most practice, 
listening for God to 
speak to us. Prayer 
takes many forms, such 
 as adoration, confes-
sion, thanksgiving, and 
supplication, where we 
intercede for others 
 or petition God for our 
own needs. Sometimes 
in my personal prayer 
time, I utilize all of 
these and finally end 
with quiet time listening 
for God's response. 
When and where do we 
pray? I would surmise 
that the greatest 
amount of prayer takes 
 place on Sunday morn-
ings around the world 
when Christians gather 
 corporately to 
 participate in church 
services. Because 
Daughters of the King 
take vows to pray 
 daily, they typically 
have special prayer 
times, be it early in the 
 morning to start 
 the day, which is my 
preference, or at the 
close of the day. Many 
pray throughout the 
day as prayer needs 
arise, perhaps when 

they see a homeless 
person on the street, 
 an ambulance with 
flashing lights or any 
seemingly dangerous 
situation. We may give 
thanks for a beautiful 
spring day, a phone call 
from a friend, or a 
 positive compliment 
 that someone has 
shared with us. All 
good and perfect gifts 
come from above, and 
 we are called to give 
God thanks at all times, 
not just in church or 
just for our meals. 
Who can pray? Prayer 
is not only for clergy, 
those in lay ministry or 
the DOK. We are all 
called to pray. Prayer is 
our connection to the 
Father or our bridge to 
 the Father through 
Jesus Christ. Many are 
challenged by the prac-
tice of prayer thinking 
 that they have to do it 
"right" when there is 
no true right or wrong 
way. Likewise, there is 
not right or wrong pos-
ture for praying. The 
Father knows our 
hearts, and He is glori-
fied when we make an 
effort to communicate 

with Him. He is pleased 
when we acknowledge 
Him in all things and in 
all our ways. Everyone 
can pray. "Let everyone 
 who has breath praise 
the Lord." It is just that 
simple. 
Why pray? Besides be-
ing called into commun-
ion with the Father, 
prayer gives us peace. 
 So many times in our 
lives we are in the midst 
of situations in which we 
 have no control. These 
circumstances can many 
times be overwhelming, 
infuriating and stressful. 
 If we truly have no con-
trol, all we can do is 
pray, give control to the 
 Holy Spirit and let the 
stress, anger or hurt go. 
We must trust that He is 
in control. Being 
 able to give up control 
to the Holy Spirit is very 
liberating and peaceful. 
He is the omnipotent, 
omniscient Prince of 
Peace. When we pray 
and give up control 
 to Him, we find peace, 
the peace that surpasses 
all understanding. 
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
