No set of 

words makes Eucharist happen. 

It is the whole action taken to-

gether that effects the Eucha-

rist: The gathered community of 

faith remembering Jesusõ last 

meal with his disciples and call-

ing on the 

H o l y 

Spirit to 

transform 

the gifts 

of bread 

and wine 

into spiri-

tual food 

a n d 

drink. It is 

G o d õ s 

a c t i o n 

that makes the Eucharist. 

Next monthõs issue will start 

with the Lordõs Prayer and the 

link between our daily bread and 

the spiritual food we receive in 

the Eucharist and go to the end 

of the Rite II service. 

 

first of our four actions is for the 

priest to take the bread and 

wine. When we gather together 

we remember Jesus. Through 

repeating the words and actions 

of Jesusõ last meal with his disci-

ples, we ourselves join the story 

and make it our own. We donõt 

just watch the drama or listen to 

it unfold, but we enter into the 

story as we too take the bread 

and wine. The significance of the 

bread and wine to those partak-

ing of them changes radically. 

Though they remain ordinary 

bread and wine, the elements of 

communion become the out-

ward signs of inward grace. The 

grace, or gift from God is Jesusõ 

real presence in the Eucharist 

through the power of the Holy 

Spirit. The real presence of 

Christ is a full statement of our 

belief in God as a Trinity of per-

sons. 

The real presence is not the re-

sult of a magical incarnation on 

In the past few months we have 

talked about the beginning of 

the Rite II service as the Liturgy 

of the word. Now we come to the 

second act in our two act drama 

of Sunday worship with the Lit-

urgy of the Table. It is based on 

Jewish Fellowship meals, par-

ticularly the Passover obser-

vance. But the second half of 

the service is not communion in 

and of itself. It is the whole ser-

vice, both acts of the drama, 

that make up the Eucharist. 

The second act begins with the 

offertory. Here we give back to 

God from the gifts that God has 

given us. That is what is meant 

by the offertory sentence, òAll 

things come of thee O Lord, and 

of thine own have we given 

theeó. 

Our offertory is the first of four 

(4) actions in the Eucharist. Just 

as the scripture tells us that 

Jesus took, blessed, broke, and 

gave the bread and wine, so this 



On Saturday, May 14th, Andrew 

Martin was commissioned as a 

second lieutenant in the United 

States Army.

The others 

will scatter to tasks such as heli-

copter pilotõs training, medical 

school, and infantry.  Andrew will 

report to Ft. Knox Kentucky on 

May 23rd to work as an instruc-

tor for LTC and in August report 

to Ft. Benning Georgia to begin 

his time in the training process 

for armor, where he hopes to be 

a tank commander. 

As a proud father, my buttons 

are busting for this amazing 

young man.  As any parent 

knows, many folks had their 

hands on bringing Andrew to be 

the man he has become.  While 

he has not been active at Grace 

since he has been at college, he 

still keeps up on the progress of 

this family of faith.  I hope you 

get a chance to visit with him 

during his time at home or in the 

future when he is here to visit.  

The future of our country is 

bright with the men and women 

who are a part of the military.  I 

am proud my son is one of 

these.
